CATEGORIES: Bowl, Hollow Form (vessels and ornaments), Lidded Box (Turning 
with removable lid or top), Mandrel (Pen, Atomizer, Magnifying Glass, Etc.), Spindle 
(traditional and eccentric), Free Form (artistic and non-functional), Carved Turning* 
(any turning substantially embellished with hand carving) 

ELIGIBILE CLASSES: “Youth” - Under 18 years old  

“Adult Novice” – Less than 5 years turning experience, 

“Adult Experienced” – Five or more years turning experience or prior Adult Novice 
Best of Show ribbon winner 

“Professional” – Anyone generating more than $1,000 annual revenue from the sale 

of turnings. 

ENTRY RULES 

1) Competition is open to all turners. 

2) All turning entries must have been produced within the last 12 months. 

3) Woodcraft is not responsible for entry forms lost in the mail or via internet. 

4) All entries must be turned on a lathe and made primarily of wood without the use of 
any form of duplicator. Synthetic materials may be used as accents; mandrel entries 
can be made of any material. 

5) Entries must be dropped off with completed entry forms by Thursday, May 3, 
2012. 

6) A maximum of six pieces may be entered with no more than two pieces in any one 
category. 

7) Turnings will be judged on appeal, technique, creativity, and finish. 

8) Entrants are responsible for placing their entry in the appropriate category, how-
ever, the judges, at their discretion, may move a turning into a more appropriate cate-
gory. 

9) All entries will be available for public viewing Saturday, May 5 and may be removed 
after 5pm.     

10) Winner must be agreeable to having his/her picture taken and posted in the store 
and on the store website/Facebook at the conclusion of the competition. 

11) Judges’ decisions are final.  A Panel of six judges will determine the winners. None 
are Woodcraft employees. [Continued on page 2]

Shows Coming In VA:  

If you have ever wanted to make you own woodturning tools, then you 
missed a great opportunity at the last 
Richmond Woodturners March meeting.  
Matt Lewis, a member of the Tidewater 
Woodturners’ club, provided us with an interesting demonstration of Self-
produced Turning Tools.   I first saw Matt demonstrate at the 2010 Virginia 
Symposium at Fishersville and he did an excellent job.  Matt is an active duty 
career army guy, whose educational background included majoring in Phys-
ics. His proficiency in technical writing is apparent when you visit his website 
at www.tricolorturners.com.   At his website, you will find his article on Self-
produced Turning Tools. His first topic was making a handle for your usual 
tools.  He discussed turning the handle in preparation for turning a tenon on 
the business end of the handle, which would receive the ferrule.  The ferrule 
should be a heavy-duty compression nut made of brass, or simple copper 
tubing for light-duty smaller tools.  Special attention is paid to the shape of 
the tenon so that it will mate to the inside of the ferrule.  The ferrule is then 
screwed, if brass, or slipped, if copper, onto the tenon.  CA glue can be ap-
plied in both applications.  Center the handle into the chuck and drill the 
handle slightly undersize of the tool.  A tool with a tang would be handled 
differently.  Glue the tool into the handle.  For information in more detail, I 
will have additional handouts at the next meeting, along with some brass 
nuts for those who would like to feel the gratification of creating their own 
usable tool. When I invited Matt to demo and include heat treatment of tool 
making, he replied that he knew the basics, but had never done anything with 
it.  Six weeks later, he shows up with his demo on My First Experience Hard-
ening Tool Steel(O-1).  I will refer you to his other handout, which I will bring 
to the next meeting.  Thanks to Ray, Jim & Lee  for the photos & article and 
for keeping the baby pictures to a 
minimum. 

It has been proposed that we have a 
standard honorarium for the demon-
strators from other clubs.  The sug-
gested amount to be in the range of 
$100- 150.  For member demonstra-
tors we could give them a $25 Wood-
craft gift card for their troubles.  Your 
thoughts are needed.
