Using either a 

plain colored tube or one covered with colored fiberglass tubing, old watch faces, gears, hands and similar parts 

were bent with dapping blocks and mandrels to conform to the round surface.  Parts were randomly glued on with 

CA.  While not completed at this meeting, the folks who participated took them home to be cast in resin before 

turning to final diameter.  Another though slower alternative is to build up to the desired diameter with CA while 

rotating at slow speed to avoid dripping.  Some photos of the materials, works in process and examples of previously 

finished projects below.
