Holly
plugs glued into Lacewood top. Openings in side filled with black polymer clay and then baked and sanded.
Polyurethane finish. 3”w by 4”

Jim Zorn2, Vase, Cherry, Ambrosia Maple, and unknown black wood glued together and turned with 3/8” walls.
Vase then cut with a band saw and surfaces on each side of the cut were rounded over. Repeat cuts and round
overs. When finished, match the pieces up, glue the pieces back together, turn the inside, and finish with
polyurethane. 5” by 5”
